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Whenever you are doing a computer assignment; a homework or a report first tabulate your results, state what is asked clearly.  You can write by hand if you feel uncomfortable with a word- processor. Then provide the corresponding code.  Do not copy and paste all the work you have done in the command prompt.  Do not assume that your assistant will search for your answer from a bunch of nonsense output.  

Just to make some concepts clear:

From MATLAB Help:

“There are two kinds of M-files:

1) Scripts, which do not accept input arguments or return output arguments. They

operate on data in the workspace.

2) Functions, which can accept input arguments and return output arguments.

Internal variables are local to the function.”

How to write function subprograms in MATLAB: 

Heading

function data =  mfunc (input1,input2, input3, … )

Statements

…

data = input1*input2/input3;

End of function

return

return command is generally necessary only when there is a case selection in the algorithm like:

if (statements)

   data=input1*input2;

   return

else

   data=input1*input3;

   return

end

Returned variable data can be a constant or a vector.  Functions can be called from other functions or scripts like:

oldumu = alpha*mfunc (mdat1, mdat2, mdat3, …)/(beta^2);

Scripts are merely a sequence of commands; they do not require any heading or ending.
